Note 5 - Administrator fees

The Administrator is entitled to receive out of the assets of the Series Trust a fee at a rate of 0.06% per
annum of the net assets of the Series Trust, accrued on and calculated as at each valuation day and payable
monthly in arrears with a minimum of EUR 12,500 per year.

Note 6 - Custodian fees

The Custodian is entitled to receive out of the assets of the Series Trust afee at arate of 0.04% per annum
of the net assets of the Series Trust, accrued on and calculated as at each valuation day and payable
monthly in arrears with a minimum of EUR 3,000 per year.

Note 7 - Agent Company fees

The Agent Company is entitled to receive out of the assets of the Series Trust afee at arate of 0.09% per
annum of the net assets of the Series Trust, accrued on and calculated as at each valuation day and payable
monthly in arrears.

Nate 8 - Distributor fees and Sales Handling Company fees

The Distributor is entitled to receive out of the assets of the Series Trust afee at arate of 0.02% per annum
of the net assets of the Series Trust, accrued on and calculated as at each valuation day and payable
monthly in arrears.

In addition to the above fee, the Distributor and the Sales Handling Company are each entitled to receive
out of the assets of the Series Trust afee at arate of 1.15% per annum of the portion of the net assets of the
Series Trust corresponding to the units handled by each of them, accrued on and calculated as at each
valuation day and payable monthly in arrears.

Note 9 - Printing and publishing expenses

Expenses recorded under the caption “Printing and publishing expenses’ in the statement of
operations and changes in net assets are mainly composed of fees for production of annual and
semi-annual reports and Japanese legal documents.

Note 10 - Taxation

10.1 - Cayman Idands

There are no taxes on income or gains in the Cayman Islands and the Trust has received an undertaking
from the Governor-in-Cabinet of the Cayman |slands exempting it from all local income, profits and capital
taxes for a period of 50 years from the date of incorporation. Accordingly, no provision for income taxes is
included in these financial statements.

The Series Trust may be subject to withholding or other taxes on certain income sourced in other countries.
Prospective investors should consult legal and tax advisers in the countries of their citizenship, residence
and domicile to determine the possible tax or other consegquences of purchasing, holding and repurchasing
units under the laws of their respective jurisdiction.

Note 11 - Terms of subscriptions and repurchases of units

Units may be issued and subscribed as of each issue day at the net asset value per unit as of the relevant
issue day for the relevant unit (“Issue Price”), subject to the subscription notice procedure described in the
Offering Memorandum and the relevant appendix to the Offering Memorandum (the “Appendix”). The
Issue Price shall, subject to any suspension, be calculated and published by the Administrator on the
relevant calculation day.

Units may be repurchased as of any repurchase day at the net asset value per unit as of the repurchase day
for the units (“Repurchase Price”), subject to the repurchase notice procedure described in the Offering
Memorandum and the Appendix. The Repurchase Price shall, subject to any suspension, be calculated and
published by the Administrator on the relevant calculation day.

Note 12 - Related party transactions

The Manager, the Trustee, the Administrator and Custodian, the Distributor and Agent Company, the
Investment Manager, and the Sales Handling Company are considered as related parties to the Series Trust.

The Investment Manager is considered as a related party to the Series Trust because it belongs to the same
corporate group as the management company of the Underlying Fund.

Note 13 - Significant events during the year

The Manager has made an assessment of the situation of the Series Trust in the context of the COVID-19
pandemic and, while financial markets have been very volatile and the worldwide health situation remains
difficult, confirms that it has no plan to terminate the Series Trust either as of the date of this report or in
the foreseeable future. The Manager will continue to closely monitor the situation of the Series Trust in the
best interests of the unitholders.

Nate 14 - Subsequent events

There has been no significant event after year-end up to the date of the Auditors opinion which, in the
opinion of the Trustee and of the Manager, requires disclosure in the present financial statements.
